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Analogue and Digital - Two Ways of Transmitting Information 

Analogue signal The analogue way of transmitting information is similar to the way old LP records work.   

Digital signal The digital way of transmitting information is similar to the way modern CDs (compact discs) work.  Digital signals 
make more efficient use of the air waves, allowing more information to be sent on a given frequency.

Each pack contains different channels to the other packs and you will be offered combinations of several packs. For example, if 
Pack 2 and Pack 3 were offered as one option, you would receive 55 channels in total. Taking the entertainment channels as an 
example, in total you would receive 13 different entertainment channels. 4 entertainment channels would be from Pack 2 and 9 
entertainment channels from Pack 3.
